I.         Why We Are Offended by the Love of Jesus - Our Pride (v. 1-11) 
 
A.   Our pride has us misunderstand the love of Jesus.


1. We misunderstand the love of Jesus when we have unrealistic expectations, incomplete information, and a shallow understanding.
 
B. When we misunderstand, our pride leaves us liable to reject 
the love of Jesus. 
 
II. How to Know If You’re Offended by the Love of Jesus - Signs of Offense
(v. 12-18) 

	You may be offended by the love of Jesus if…
A.  He is not your Teacher and Lord.  
 
B. He is not your example for life. 
 
C. He is not the object of your love. 


III. The Cure to the Offense - Believe and Receive (v. 19-20) 
 
A. Believe that Jesus is Lord – He is the I AM.   
 
B. Receive the love of Jesus with child-like faith.

3. What does Jesus’ act of washing His disciples’ feet teach us about the kind of love He expects us to show one another?
4. Discuss times when you have struggled to receive the love of Jesus for yourself.
A. Why was His love hard to receive? How have you overcome these struggles?
5. Read verse 12 and Philippians 2:5-11
A. Talk about what Jesus has done for you.
B. What are some ways you can imitate Christ this week in His love and humility?
6. Pray for our church members to receive the grace of our Lord Jesus in love and humility, and that as the Spirit transforms us to the image of Christ, we would reflect His love in all aspects of our lives.

21 Jesus said to her, “Woman, believe me, the hour is coming when neither on this mountain nor in Jerusalem will you worship the Father. 22 You worship what you do not know; we worship what we know, for salvation is from the Jews 23 But the hour is coming, and is now here, when the true worshipers will worship the Father in spirit and truth, for the Father is seeking such people to worship him. 24 God is spirit, and those who worship him must worship in spirit and truth.”
